TMJ Problems can cause Neurological
Symptoms (Costen’s Syndrome)
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Costens Syndrome

(Mandibular Joint Neuralgia):

» Named after Dr. Costen and first reported in 1934."
+ Accepted by dental profession as real entity caused by dental malocclusion.
+ Dental malocclusion then causes TMJ dysfunction.

+ TMJ dysfunction then causes a host of neurological symptoms.

+ Noticeable eustachian tube dysfunction with loss of hearing, stuffiness in ears,

and tinnitus as common symptoms.
» Occipital pain, otalgia (ear pain), glossodynia (tongue pain), nose and eye
symptoms and pain.

+ Drs. Hauser and Hutcheson believe the cause of symptoms is most likely
related to cervical instability and cervical dysstructure.
